A draft letter which aims to widen and increase the participation of Parishioners in the formulation of the Neighbourhood Plan was considered, and approved with very minor changes.  This will now be printed and delivered by hand to all of the households in the Parish.
128 Community items/Village Maintenance 
A parishioner has been in contact with the Parish Council about loud bird scarer noises in the early morning.  It will be recommended that the link on Rugby borough Council's website is used to make a noise report, and they will be able to ascertain whether the guidelines around this are being followed. 
The National Defibrillator Network will be contacted and a new account requested as the current one is inoperative.
The Village Hall Committee will be contacted to see if any progress has been made with securing internet access at the Village Hall which the Parish Council has offered to help fund, and will allow the desired local community police hub to be established there.
