834  Virtual Meeting Protocols

836 Borough Councillors’ Reports
BCllr Andrew Bearne delivered his report.  Rugby Art Gallery and Museum reopened on August the 5th as part of the easing of the Covid-19 lock-down, but customers are being asked to book their visit (http://www.ragm.co.uk/). Rugby Borough Council have handed back the running of the food bank to its previous organisers.  Rugby Community Shielding Hub which was operating out of the Queen's Diamond Jubilee Centre has been closed following the relaxation of Government guidance to vulnerable residents.  There has been a small outbreak of Covid-19 in Brinklow, which necessitated the closure and deep-clean of a local pub.  The  Post Office will be providing a temporary outreach service operating out of the Methodist Church on School Street Long Lawford on Thursdays between 10am and noon.
837 Planning

Following issues being raised with Warwickshire County Council's Highway Agency about planning application R19/1097, they have now lodged objections pending the receipt of further information.  

There also a discussion about the on-line planning system not meeting the needs of users, particularly at a time when it is much harder to visit the Council Offices to scrutinise documentation.   Of particular concern was the fact that none of the feedback to the plans from either individuals or official bodies had been uploaded.  A second concern was the difficulties faced when trying to upload feedback if the most recent Microsoft software was not being used.  Furthermore, the range and volume of material available and the ease of access seemed to be inferior to that of other Council websites.  These points will now be communicated to Rugby Borough Council

842  Re-opening the Recreation Ground/play area
A draft risk assessment for the reopening of the play area in the Recreation Ground has been circulated and minor emendations were suggested and agreed.  The reopening and the new conditions of usage have already been publicised  on the village Facebook page, and will now also feature in the Newsletter and on our website.

843  Government Planning Consultation -  
RBC have requested feedback on the Government's proposed changes to planning law in England.  Details of these have been circulated, and these will now be scrutinised by Councillors and discussed at next month's meeting. 
844  Liquidation of Wyevale Garden Centres Ltd  -
Deloitte Ltd have written to notify the Parish Council about the liquidation of Wyevale Garden Centres Ltd which includes a parcel of land to the south of Rugby Road which the Parish Council may have an interest in.  Councillors found it difficult to formulate a response to this without a more precise understanding of the location and size of the land being referred to.  Deloitte will be contacted to ask for clarification on this issue.  
845  Community items/Village Maintenance  

Three responses have now been received from Parishioners about the preferred location of a new dog waste bin.  These were in favour of the placement of a dog waste bin away from the existing two and/or near King Newnham View.  However, it was less clear where precisely a bin in the Kings Newnham View location would be preferable in terms of safety, convenience and aesthetics. Therefore this location will be visited and possible sites within it for a dog waste bin identified  more precisely. 

Details of a meeting between the chair and an allocated member of Rugby Borough Council's Planning Department about the Neighbourhood Plan will shortly be circulated to the Councillors.

Warwickshire County Council's Highway Team have filled in some of potholes along Coronation Road, but others further along that road and on Ling Lane have not been attended to, so they will be contacted again.

The problem of a non-functioning street-light on Coronation Road has been reported to Eon.  Unfortunately they have replied that as has been the case with some other malfunctioning street-lights, this cannot be rectified with a new bulb and the whole bracket will need to be replaced at a cost of around £1000.  Other options are being explored to see if these costs can be reduced to a more manageable level.
