368    Planning – no new planning applications have been received
369    Parish Council Website –  the website is now up and running and is available online at http://www.churchlawfordpc.co.uk , and it will continue to be built and updated.  Some new links were suggested by councillors. It was requested that councillors supply an electronic photgraph and a short biography for the home page.
370    Village green tree -  WCC Forestry Services department have been contacted to see if they could recommend a local supplier from whom we could source a replacement tree for the village green.  However, it transpired that the local supplier they suggested does not stock the Acer negundos species of tree decided upon, and they advised us to order it ourselves directly from one of the suppliers we have already obtained quotes from.  The latter suppliers will now be contacted with a view to placing an order for a tree that would be delivered in March.
371    Grant applications – a draft application for a grant from the Heart of England Community Fund has been prepared.  Initially an application for a grant of £1000 for the conversion of the phone box to a coummunity resource centre and the erection of a supplementary noticeboard adjacent was being considered, but following discussion Councillors decided that an application for £500 solely for the erection of a new noticeboard would be more likely to succeed.  The draft application form will be circulated, allowing for further input and revision before it is submitted.
372     Data protection – a decision on whether we need to register with the Information Commissioner is postponed and will be revisited at the next meeting  
373    Community items/Village Maintenance
Electricity supplier switch – contacts with Eon have revealed that the certificate giving details of the street lighting in the parish which is used when calculating our usage is out of date.  Western Power Distribution, who issue such certificates, will be contacted with a view to a new survey of the street lighting in the parish being conducted as soon as possible.           

 The new fencing around the allotments on Coronation Road has now been erected. The Parish Council wished to express their thanks and appreciation to DH and JJ for the preparatory work they undertook.  RBC are to be contacted to request the release of the S106 monies that is was previously agreed could be used to pay for the fencing.

                Individuals who have previously expressed an interest in delivering the planned defibrillator training are to be contacted about their availability.
374    Councillors' reports and Items for Future Agenda 

           Cigarette butts and an improvised ash tray have been observed in the decommissioned telephone box.  A further notice is to be placed in the telephone box to reinforce that smoking is not allowed.  Any mess still present will be cleared up by members of the Parish Council before the next meeting.

           Veolia have been given planning permission for open windrow composting at the Ling Hall site.  Councillors have expressed their concerns to Veolia that the definition of green waste can include discarded food and not merely leaves and other garden waste, and consequently there is a risk of smells and infestations of insects from the site affecting the air quality and environment of the parish. The Parish Council will continue to closely monitor the situation.
