378    Public Participation - no members of the public were present 
379    Minutes –  the minutes of the last meeting of the Council held on 13th December 2017 were approved and signed off.
380    Progress Reports for information 
          The cigarettes, improvised ash trays and other rubbish have now been removed from the adopted phone box by members of the parish council.  A new sign has been posted reminding people that the decommissioned phone box was awaiting conversion into a community resource centreand asking them to refrain from smoking and leaving litter in it, and there is no evidence of these behaviours having reocurred.


The condition of the unused advertising hoarding on the railway bridge on the A428 continues to give cause for concern.  The clerk's approach to Railtrack and Primesight has produced no response, so report details to be sent to Borough councillor Sally Bragg to pursue
            The draft application to the Heart of England Community Fund for a grant for the purchase of a noticeboard, which is to be erected next to the decommissioned telephone box for supplementary information to be displayed on, was circulated.  Following further inputs from members of the council, a final version was prepared and has now been submitted.

384   Change of banking details 
           The addition of the clerk (MN) as a co-signatory on the Parish Council's bank account under the terms of the exisitng mandate of two signatures required, and with online access to it, was agreed by the councillors present.  Proposed SB, seconded LB.
385   Precept 2018-19 
Based upon a detailed examination of the expenditure of recent years, projected figures for 2018-19, and all savings that could be made having been made, next year's outgoings which could not be covered by grants were calculated. Subtracting incomings and council tax support, and allowing for a suitable level of reserves to meet reasonable contingencies, meant a precept of £6,293.88 could be set for the next financial year.  This represents an increase of 0% for council tax payers of the parish.  Proposed JH, seconded LB.
386   Nominations for Royal Garden Party

387   Updating Street Lighting Certificate 
          Councillors discussed which street lights had been refitted since Western Power issued their most recent (2011) certicate by reference to the extant documentation.  This information will now be collated and an updated inventory submitted.
388    Data protection 
Registration with the Information Commissioner will be placed on the agenda for April's meeting.
389    Community items/Village Maintenance
Chew Valley Trees have furnished the council with photograhs and particulars of the Acer negundo they currently have in stock.  Coucillors were satisfied with the tree and it will now be ordered as a replacement for the Horse Chestnuts on the Village Green.
One leg of climbing frame in the recreation ground appears to have sunk into the ground and the whole thing now looks slightly twisted.  Wicksteed, who supplied the climbing frame, are to be contacted and asked to attend.

           A member of the Village Hall Committee has been in contact with the Parish Council to report that Rugby First Responders would be willing to run the planned defibrillator training.  Councillors were in favour of this suggestion.  The Parish Council will contact the member of that committee and ask them to begin making the necessary arrangements, including ascertaining the maximum number of people  it is thought a training session could effectively accommodate in order determine the number of sessions that will be required. Whilst no financial remuneration is being requested by Rugby First Responders for this service, the Parish Council will make a suitable donation to them.
