503    Public Participation - Emma Hawkins, a parishioner was present to update the Council about her application for grants to fund the purchase and installationof some inclusive play equipment to be installed in the play area of the Recreation Ground.  Since the last meeting representatives of some possible suppliers have visited the Recreation Ground and confirmed that there is enough space in the play area to accommodate a suitable piece of equipment, and have furnished CLPC with  quotes for these.  Emma has been in contact with WCAVA who suggested a number of possible funding sources to her.  Some other funding bodies that may be able to help were suggested by Councillors, and Emma will investigate these and apply for grants from some of them.  CLPC offered their support and help with completing the application forms
Emma Hawkins left the meeting at this point.
504    Borough Councillors Reports 

SB updated the meeting.  The large crack in the surface of Coronation Road has now been filled in.    Some concern was expressed about the road surface of the A428, including one spot at the junction with Limestone Hall Road where there are three manhole covers in close proximity.

509   Planning – no new planning permission applications have been received 
510   New noticeboard update – there has been a delay in the delivery of the two new panels for the noticeboard.  Methods of securing the noticeboard in the ground were discussed.
511   Parish council -  advertisements to fill the vacant slots on the Parish Council will be placed in the village newsletter and on its Facebook page.
512   Recreation ground trees – three quotes have now been received for the work needed to the trees in the Recreation Ground.  Councillors will reinspect the trees in the recreation ground before deciding which quote to accept 
513   Inclusive play equipment -  further to the discussion earlier, the possibilty of using some of the S106 monies was considered.  Whilst some contribution was not ruled out, the cost of the roundabouts under consideration are considerably greater than the amount available from the S106 funds which can be used for such a purpose, so grants must be applied for. 
514   Remembrance Sunday – a wreath will be purchased to be placed at the village War Memorial  during the commemoration on Remembrance Sunday. 
515  Monthly property inspections – JJ has voluntered to carry out the first of the reinstated monthly property inspections and evaluate the suitablilty and ease of use of the extant checklists
516  Community items/Village Maintenance  - further to the earlier discussions about dog waste bins and following the communication from RBC about the condition of some of the other bins in the parish, the prices of new bins will be looked into and RBC contacted to clarify the situation and costs of the some of the options
