676  Planning 
No new planning applications have been received through the Clerk, but an update to R19/0439 has been published.  No comment on this will be submitted by CLPC.
677  Play equipment in the Recreation Ground 
DH has been in contact with G L Jones and other contractors, whom he has then liaised with on site.  They have submitted quotes for a new fence between the Village Hall Car park and the Recreation Ground, and a new path from the Car park to the Recreation Ground play equipment.
It was decided to  award the contract for the new path to  G L Jones, and the contract for the new fence to W S Gardens.  Proposed JJ, seconded JM.
Quotations have also been submitted for the repairs to the protective matting under the swings in the Recreation Ground.  However, it has been decided that Councillors working in tandem with local volunteers should be able to effect such repairs at a lower cost.
