For the financial year 2016/17, there are no changes to the existing audit arrangements, so CLPC will continue to work with the existing auditors, Grant Thornton, on limited assurance reviews for accounts for the current financial year, i.e. 1st April 2016 to 31st March 2017.

Community items/Village Maintenance

1) Avon footbridge proposal and RBC grants – DH & SB attended local meetings on 7/02/2017 at which Heather Timms from Warwickshire County Council (WCC) who have responsibility for all PROVs in the county was present. Local resident Jeremy James has submitted a proposal for CLPC or KN to assist WCC in obtaining grant funds to enable the repair to happen sooner to reduce the extent to which the two communities are cut off.  WCC have costed their proposal at £53,700.  


2) Defibrillator – funding update and way forward


With the £939 received from the WCC Councillor’s Grant Fund, together with the donation of £550 from the Co-op Heart of England and a contribution from the village fete, there are now sufficient funds to allow us to proceed with the purchase of the defibrillator.  The Village Hall Committee (CLVH) indicated that they will provide the requisite electricity connection, and the plan is for the defibrillator to be placed next to the notice board on the exterior wall of the hall. A letter is being forwarded to CLVH committee seeking confirmation of their position before the order is placed for the equipment.


3) Lengthsman –the issue of availability of funding for a Lengthsman for the parish will be raised at a meeting with RBC on the 21st of February.  


4) Village Clean-up Day – this is planned for 1st April, with a 10am meet.  RBC are to be informed of the date so they can provide equipment for it


5) Schoolchildren Warning Sign – the sign at the top of School Street this has become extremely rusty at the base.  SB has contacted WCC, who have deemed the sign unsafe and have removed it, and it will not be replaced.


6) Green bins – RBC is proposing to charge £40 for each Green Bin.  They could be retained by parishioners unused at no charge, but would cost £40 to be reinstated.  The contents of the other bins will be policed from April to check that garden waste has not being transferred to them.
