881 Public Participation

882 Borough Councillors’ Reports
Rugby Borough Council are to launch a consultation on their plans for a regeneration of the town centre.  They are aiming to create a roadmap for the redevelopment of over the next 15 years focusing on retail, residential properties, leisure, transport and tourism.  They are also funding a “ShopAppy” system to assist retailers during the lockdown.  This is an online service to allow traders to list their products that are available for delivery or collection.  The Council's services will continue to be delivered during lockdown to provide much needed support for businesses and the community.  More details are available at rugby.gov.uk.
883 Planning
Some more documents relating to planning application R19/1097, the Pig Fattening Facility, have been uploaded onto Rugby Borough Council's planning website.  A further round of consultations is pending, but RBC's Planning Department are still hopeful that this application will be ready to be considered at the December meeting of their Planning Committee. The drafted Parish Council response to be delivered at the Planning Committee meeting will be circulated shortly.

888  Reports of disturbances 

A proforma on which complainants can log such disturbances in an attempt to better capture and evidence them has been distributed to the residents whose properties abut on the Recreation Ground.  Further disturbances on the Recreation Ground at night were reported to the police, who attended the scene.  A new scheme for reporting Anti-Social Behaviour online that has been launched by Warwickshire Police will be publicised in the Village Newsletter.
889  Street light repairs  
A letter was sent  to our electricity supplier, SSE, to more precisely establish the size of the reduction in our electricity bills that could be realised by the planned street light upgrade.  SSE forwarded this letter to Western Power, the local electricity distributor, who then contacted us to clarify some technical questions. We have passed these queries onto our proposed contractor, Zeta Lighting, who should be able to furnish Western Power with the necessary information
890 Play Area  Annual Inspection
The recently received report from Morral Play Services will be considered at the next meeting.
891 Wyevale Garden Centres Liquidation
A further clarification from Deloitte has been received concerning the precise nature of the question they are asking us about this parcel of land south of the A428 that was owned by Wyevale Garden Centres Ltd. It appears that as an interested party we have the right to make representations about the fate of this parcel of land.  Councillors unanimously decided that they do not wish to make any such representation.

892 Christmas Lights
Councillors have been assessing the power supply in the phone box and it appears to be capable of supplying the electricity needed for some Christmas Lights.  A local farmer who has helped other parishes with setting up their Christmas Lights has volunteered to help the Parish Council with this.  Some costings of suitable lights were presented to the meeting, and the necessary expenditure was approved unanimously.
893 Community Items/Village Maintenance
Some residents of houses near to the footpath leading to Kings Newnham View have expressed concerns about the possible placement of a new dog waste bin there.  This leaves the entrance way to the Sewerage Works on Kings Newnham Road as the only uncontested location for the new bin.  An attempt to secure the necessary permissions to place the bin there will now need to be made.  

Heather Timms, our County Councillor, has responded to our e-mail raising concerns about the incomplete repairs to the potholes on Ling Lane, Limestone Hall lane and Coronation road that have previously been reported.  She has contacted Warwickshire County Council's Highway Team about this. 

Rugby Pest Control have again attended the Recreation Ground to attempt to deal with the continuing mole problem there.  

Rugby Borough Council has been in touch about the planned repairs to the matting under the swings in the Recreation Ground.  They will not increase the awarded grant to cover the extra costs of the more expensive method recommended by their specialist, whose approval is a condition of the awarded grant from the Council being paid out.  Councillors unanimously agreed to apply for the increased amount of funding when the next round of these grants are announced.
